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CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS 


Success in studying a foreign language, just as any other subject, requires an atmosphere of cooperation and respect between each student and his/her fellow students and teacher. This atmosphere can be created and maintained if each member of the class acts according to the following expectations every day:

The STUDENT shall:

· Be prompt – be inside the classroom in his/her seat when the bell rings
· Be prepared – have ready all necessary materials such as: 

· Covered Textbook

· Notebook

· homework assignment completed and ready to be checked and/or handed in

· pen/pencil, etc.
· Be polite – show courtesy toward all other members of the class by:

· being silent when anyone else is speaking whether it be the teacher or another student

· Refraining from laughing at or mocking another student who answers or pronounces incorrectly, or asks what some might think to be a “stupid question.” There is no such thing as a “stupid question.”

· Refraining from any other unacceptable conduct such as calling out, walking around the room, throwing objects, writing on the furniture, violating dress code, swearing, or using cell phones during class
· Be productive – participate in and complete all classroom activities and assignments including:

· Correcting homework
· Taking notes
· Answering and asking questions
· Taking part in class discussions
· Memorizing (the non-written assignments)
MAGISTRA Brower shall:

· Follow the same expectations for preparation and courtesy as the students.

· Consistently and fairly maintain proper conduct on the part of the students.

· Give sufficient warning for quizzes (at least 1 day) and tests (at least 3 days) 
· Provide opportunities for make-up work after absences in accordance with school policies. Homework should be handed in the day after return from a one day’s absence, two days after returning from a two days’ absence. Quizzes and tests must be made up within two days after the return from a one day’s absence and within three days after a two days’ absence. Arrangements will be made for make-up work after longer absences and in extraordinary circumstances.

· Keep open channels of communication with parents, especially if any problems concerning grades or conduct should arise. Parents are welcomed and encouraged to contact Magistra Brower concerning any questions about the class, grades or their child’s performance. TESTING AND GRADING

LATIN         Magistra Brower

The student’s extent of memorization of vocabulary and forms, understanding of grammar and ability to work with the language will be measured through quizzes and tests. 

· Quizzes are intended to cover one or two individual aspects of a lesson and thus are short, requiring 10 to 15 minutes to take. They will concentrate on vocabulary, forms of nouns and verbs, grammar rules or culture. Quizzes will be given at least once a week.

· Tests are designed both to review and tie together the material previously covered in quizzes and other assignments. Translation of sentences and/or paragraphs will be a major part of each test. A test will be given at the conclusion of each stage. Most tests are sent home for a parent signature regardless of the score. This is to ensure that all parents are aware of all test grades. If tests scoring below 80% are turned in without a parent signature, I will make every effort to contact the student’s parents to inform them of the grade.

· Projects are designed to gain a deeper understanding of the literary aspect of the units of study. There is one project each quarter. No projects are accepted after the due date, unless prior arrangements have been made, or due to student absence. Projects are typically assigned 2-weeks in advance.
· Translation grades are based upon the accuracy of oral translation and grammar identifications. Translation assignments are graded orally and students are allowed to have a personalized vocabulary list to help them translate. Missing or incomplete assignments may be turned in 1 day late for up to 60% credit. Translation assignments are assigned approximately 4-8 times per chapter.  Translation is a critical skill in this course. 

· Participation grades are based on effort and completion. Each assignment will receive a grade based on the percentage complete and the effort put into it. Participation assignments are due at the beginning of class. Missing or incomplete assignments may be turned in 1 day late for up to 60% credit. Participation assignments are assigned approximately 3-5 times per chapter. Participation is the practice needed to master the skills being taught in this course. Some participation assignments are completed in class and others are completed at home.
· Grades for each marking period are determined as follows:



30% Translation/Participation


30% Quizzes



30% Tests


10% Projects
